GENERAL INFORMATION

SIGHTSEEING AND ITINERARIES:  Sightseeing is included as specified in the itinerary under the direction of Local and City Licensed Guides.    
VALIDITY:  All rates and conditions for travel are based on tariffs in effect at the time of printing (8/11). All prices are subject to change without notice prior to departure due to major currency fluctuations and/or unforeseen economic circumstances.  In the event of an increase, an additional collection will be made.  Tour price predicated on a minimum of 35 paying passengers.  If there are fewer than 35 participants, tour price may be adjusted to reflect cost increases in certain tour components.  
PAYMENTS:  An initial deposit of $500 pp is due to reserve space.  A second deposit of $500 pp is due on or prior to September 16, 2011. Final payment is due on or prior to April 3, 2012.  Payments may be made by check or credit card (Discover, Visa or MC only).  CHARGE PAYMENTS WILL INCREASE THE COST BY $100 PER PERSON.
TRAVEL DOCUMENTS:  A valid U.S. Passport is required for U.S. Citizens.  Passport must be valid up to six months after return date (December 26, 2012).  First and last names must match document passport exactly.  A penalty will be charged for name corrections.
HOTELS:   Last minute substitutions are occasionally necessary, but we try to ensure that changes result in equivalent hotels.  Unless indicated, all hotels offer their standard, double-occupancy, twin bedded rooms with private baths.  A limited number of single rooms are available at a supplement of $559.  While single rooms provide privacy, they are often smaller than double rooms.

HOTEL SERVICE CHARGE AND TAXES:  Included.
NOT INCLUDED IN PRICE:  Passport fees. Personal expenses including beverages not detailed in the itinerary, laundry, gratuities for tour director and local guides, travel insurance, transportation to/from Newark Airport.
